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Request:

I wondered if you could give me some information please. I know that when 
Barbican Fire station was no longer operational it was used by OPTI, but could 
you please inform me of the date when the station closed, when it was 
demolished and if possible what was the last shout we were called too.

Response:

Barbican Fire station was closed in 1999. The fire station was then demolished 
in 2008 as part of the wider Milton Court building structure. There is no 
available information when the last shout was. However, for records of the site’s 
development post sale, the local council planning portal may have information.
